THESIS------

It took me 10 years to fond out what I was trying to express through sculpture, insdtallations, drawings and words.

I had to come to ITP and let myself go to color, playfulness and experiment to finally get what exactly was what the medium I chose to work with (sculpture) had to do with performance, or drawings, or  any other means, specially with new technologies.

My first works were just ecxcersises according to the natural exploration with the medium. Afterwards, lots of different images filled in my mind: buildings in construction, anthens in the dessert, origami, Long hairs, foldable clothes and objects, foldable and disposable companions. Diverse materials: paper, resin, cement, steel, aluminum, nylon. And means.

The idea of getting a kind of truth from what is finally “reality” and trying to get a sense of time with it, is what I was finally trying to achieve (still), by using the line as ther abstraction in nature, taken to draw geometry in space. While you repeat them, you can have different objects, which can finally (by means of repetition also) be put together in a shape and be on space.

This process is what I’m interested in exploring. How can a line (drawing) can be traduced on space (object) or the transition from to 2D to 3D.

Last year at ITP (2006) I worked on some colorful and never acceptable before by me, pieces, one called “Pop-up Clothes” and the other called “H.A.I.R.”. The first one, was trying to convey this process from the plane to the space, by means of clothe design, which later had some other readings gave also on collaboration with Britta Riley, for the class Softness of Things.

Here, we explored lots of different fields and my idea of playing and taking my idea further on, was totally new and a great source of knowledge for my work.

Afterwards, with my attempts of exposing the object to different environments, the idea to use hair as a visual means, exactly because a dream I had some time ago, brought me some new references and questions. Why I was using this image? Why I was interested on Hair?

I had to build and perfom that idea, to 5 months later have a totally clear idea of why I was using Hair: lines again, and the possibility of drawing with hair, and making out of it a means and a medium of sculpture. And have new questions it.

And expose it more to other ways of looking for answers. 

Finally, and having had all this experiences before, I could stablish another question, and my project intend to use sound this time, as a way of measuring time, and making the following statement: objects exist in this determine space, in this determine time.

Reality is ephemeral and variable.
